Just like the weather, the competition was heating up at The Red Bull Soapbox Race at London’s
Alexandra Palace over the weekend. Around 70 amateur competitors took part in the crazy race which
involved driving around the track in a homemade, motorless soapbox, relying on courage, gravity and
possibly some Red Bull to get them across the finishing line.

There was a colourful and imaginatively-designed array of vehicles, from soapboxes shaped like

The competition is held all over the world and past races have taken place in South Africa, Australia and
Sweden. The event has been taking place since 2000 and there have been over 40 soapbox races, this
year’s competition returned to London after a nine-year gap.
